Yvonne's work is featured in museums and galleries 
throughout the world and she taught and lectured in the 
United States, Canada, Australia, Europe, and Japan. The 
Renwick Gallery of the Smithsonian Institution acquired her 
quilt, Takoage, in 1994 and included it along with 300 
objects from the 15 additional Smithsonian museums in a 
national touring exhibition honoring the 150th anniversary 
of the Smithsonian.
